Sermon on the Mount® Host Requirements
Please understand that these requirements are non-negotiable and must be provided in order to bring about a successful event for you. As you consider hosting a Sermon On The Mount® (SOTM®) event, these are some of the things you should know you are responsible to provide or arrange:

· All finances related to SOTM® fees, stabling, housing, meals, arenas, advertising, printing, and mailings. You can do this through sponsors, love offering, underwriting, etc.
· All promotional materials must come from our host packet only.
· A secure arena with ample, safe footing (no grass or gravel) 80’ x 100’ or larger – a covered arena is best or at the least, covered seating for the audience because of weather (bleachers are best).

· Enough space for a 65-foot long rig (semi-sized) to enter, turn around, and exit from the presentation site – please pay special attention to the width of the entryway off the main road.
· Clean secure stalls with shavings for bedding for 2 stallions away from other horses (especially mares) and separated enough that the stallions can’t reach each other through fences or over stall walls.
· Additional untrained or problematic horses from the community for the presentations. 
· Stalls for any other horses coming in for the program away from the stallions.
· Hay, water, and a secure place for the horses to exercise 

· Housing for the team traveling with SOTM® – it can be in a local home, camping trailer, or hotel(must be paid for in advance) (Drs. Lew and Melodie Sterrett stay in their trailer)

· Transportation for the team back and forth from housing to presentation site

· All Meals and a filled beverage cooler for the SOTM® team (and possibly the volunteers) while staying in your area (Concession stands are acceptable as they encourage the audience to linger and fellowship – can be provided by youth groups, concessionaires, local community groups, etc.)
· Electric for our sound system, promotional booth. The trailer’s living quarters will require a 30 amp outlet. (and water if staying several days)
Attention! Your event will not be added to Dr. Lew’s schedule until he has approved and signed your contract which will be sent to you after receiving your application. At that time you will receive a host packet for your event.
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
